Parents of children in Reception 
Once again, I am pleased to be able to offer a school based private vision screening clinic on 11th and 12th October.  We have been fortunate in finding Mrs Janine Gray S.R.O, D.B.O, who has provided this service for the last 14 years.  She practiced at Moorfields Eye Hospital for 16 years and in Harley Street for 7 years.  She is a state registered Orthoptist who will investigate and diagnose reduced vision, requiring the need for glasses and/or patching and defects of eye movements, including squint, lazy eye, binocular vision problems and colour vision defects.  All of these problems are easily diagnosed by a comprehensive series of tests by a qualified Orthoptist during vision screening and to date, visual defects have been detected in 25-30% of children tested.  All of these problems were unknown to the children, their parents or their teachers but are now being successfully treated and will hopefully cause no visual impairments in later life.  Please be aware that this is not a test for glasses, which is performed by an Optometrist.  Last year, of the 63 children tested, 16 were found to have some visual defect.

The Hall report, (written by Professor David Hall, Consultant Paediatrician) and the National Screening Committee recommends that vision screening is performed on every child aged 4-6 years (Year 1, 2 and 3) to detect amblyopia. Not all children starting school are offered the screening service, and in the independent sector, screening may not be offered at all.  By age 8, vision is fixed and it is more difficult to correct problems after that time.  If you would like your child to attend a simple, fun and painless 15 minute test, conveniently during school hours, please complete the attached form and permission slip below, and return to the form teacher by       Monday 4th October.  There will be a nominal fee of £25 for this service, (for which you will be invoiced) and we will endeavour to get the results of the examination to you as soon as possible.  Your child may be new to the school, and not been tested before, or you may wish a follow up test if tested previously.  There is absolutely no need for you to attend, as the children will be accompanied by a Teaching Assistant.  Experience has shown us that these things are often less stressful if they are perceived by the children to be simply part of school life.
